Strike section 597, page 169, beginning line 14, and 

insert the following new section: 

SEC. 597. ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENT ON ARMED FORCES 1

USE OF AUTHORITY TO ENLIST ALIENS AS 2

‘‘VITAL TO THE NATIONAL INTEREST’’. 3

Paragraph (2) of section 504(b) of title 10, United 4

States Code, is amended to read as follows: 5

‘‘(2) Notwithstanding paragraph (1), the Secretary 6

concerned may authorize the enlistment of a person not 7

described in such paragraph if the Secretary determines 8

that— 9

‘‘(A) the person is an alien in a lawful immigra-10

tion status who was admitted and inspected pursu-11

ant to the immigration laws, as defined in section 12

101(a)(17) of the Immigration and Nationality Act 13

(8 U.S.C. 1101(a)(17)); and 14

‘‘(B) the enlistment of the alien is vital to the 15

national interest.’’. 16
